Dear President Clinton:

ARC*PEACE protests on-going oppression by the United States of Iraq, a member state of the United Nations, in violation both of international law and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights.  As a global organization of design and planning professionals, we demand an end to this essentially unilateral regime of persecution through capricious military action and economic embargo.  These unjust sanctions must cease!

ARC*PEACE condemns the bombings carried out from December 16 to 19 by the U.S. as an outlaw act--aggression against a sovereign nation, justified by lies and unsupported by any recognized international body.

ARC*PEACE especially denounces these high-tech bombing operations because they harm innocent people far more than they weaken the government of Saddam Hussein.  We recall that in 1991, for instance, by destroying as many water treatment plants as  possible, NATO forces practiced a form of biological warfare which dramatically increased death rates, espe​cially among children, who have suffered most of all.

ARC*PEACE opposes ALL production of mass-destruction weapons, whether by the United States, Iraq or any other nation. It is obvious to us that until the United States opens its own stock of biolocial, chemical, and nuclear weapons to U.N. inspection, it has no legitimate right to insist on inspection of any other nation's armaments.

ARC*PEACE insists that peaceful means be supreme--diplomacy through the United Nations and sanctions applied only with strong support by its members--and that military action never be initiated by individual states.

As an American citizen, co-chairperson of this NGO in consultation with the United Nations, I am deeply embarrassed and shamed before my colleagues by my country's barbarous acts in this case.  Now, we have confirmed reports of U.S. spying during the inspections.  Disgusting!
